As for the term grammatical interpretation, it was not mentioned by the ancient grammarians, but
they used this word in the books they made to denote meanings derived from the meaning of linguistic
interpretation, perhaps the most prominent of which was the meaning of the original, which is taken from the
first, against the other, and the meaning of referring back to the original. Thus, the meaning of grammatical
interpretation, based on what was mentioned, is: diverting speech from its apparent meaning to hidden faces
that need appreciation and contemplation. And that the grammarians interpreted the words and turned them
away from their appearance in order to agree with the grammar and its rulings, or in accordance with the
meaning and its requirements.

This research attempted to identify the reasons that prompted grammarians to ride the wave of
grammatical interpretation as well.

Abstract:

Teaching is based on active teacher, learner, curriculum and strategy. Being a passive learner is a
common problem to students as a result of using traditional methods in teaching. Thus, this research paper
aims to investigate the effect of integrating active learning strategy to increase cycle 1 learners’ productivity,

effectivity and motivation in teaching math and English.
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Hence, quasi-experiment research was conducted. It utilized pre/posttests to test students’ level, direct
observation during intervention, and teachers’ questionnaire to test their opinion towards implementing active
learning strategies. The quantitative and qualitative results
affirmed the positive effect of active learning strategies in increasing students’ productivity, motivation and
effectivity. Therefore, it is recommended to train teachers t integrate active
learning strategies in teaching math and English.

Chapter I: Introduction

Teaching cycle 1 students could be an interesting experience. Learners at this stage are equipped with
active memory and it is the best stage to support them with the basic items they need to progress. One of the
essential elements that students need is teaching them literacy and numeracy. These skills enable them to
read, write and do simple calculation that they need in their real life. However, it was observable that most of
cycle 1 students centers in Beqaa were not able to accomplish these skills. (see pretest results for Eng and
math).

Actually, Berk (2015) mentioned that cycle 1 learners whose age is from 7 to 10 years exhibit distinct
characteristics across cognitive, social, emotional, and physical development. Cognitively, they prefer hands on
activities and concrete examples, with improving memory and problem-solving skills. Their reading and writing
abilities advance from learning to read to reading to learn, and their attention spans lengthen with a need for
varied activities. Socially, they form stronger, more selective friendships, engage in cooperative play, and better
understand social norms. Emotionally, their self-esteem is shaped by successes and social interactions, their
ability to empathize grows, and they seek more independence. Physically, their fine and gross motor skills
improve, they have high energy levels requiring regular physical activity, and they experience steady growth
with increased body awareness. They are curious and enjoy exploring new ideas, benefit from hands-on and
experiential learning, and respond well to visual and interactive lessons. Effective classroom strategies for this
age group include providing structured environment with clear expectations, engaging interactive lessons, and
positive reinforcement to build confidence and motivation.

On the other hand, cycle 1 teachers always complain about passive learners. In this way, Bonwell and
Eison (1991) defined passive learners as learners who rely heavily on teachers for knowledge and lack active
engagement, face several significant challenges in modern education such as lack of critical thinking, decreased

motivation, poor retention: passive learning results in shallow understanding and poor retention of material,
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ineffective communication: they miss out on opportunities to develop essential communication skills,
increased dependency: heavy reliance on teachers hinders the development of self-directed learning skills, and
limited creativity: passive learners rarely explore beyond the curriculum, stifling creativity and innovation.
While, in fact, psychological research proved that learners at this stage are equipped with many skills and fresh
memory that help them to learn quickly (Piaget, 1964). The question here is whether the problem is in the
students’ cognitive skills or in the strategies of teaching. This research paper attributed the problem of being
passive to the use of traditional strategies that make students passive. This necessitates the use of more active
learning strategies that facilities learning and make it more motivational for learners.

Active learning is an instructional approach that engages students in the learning process by
encouraging them to actively participate in their own learning. This method contrasts with traditional passive
learning, where students primarily listen to lectures. Active learning involves activities such as discussions,
problem-solving, case studies, group work, and hands-on projects. The goal is to enhance students&#39;
understanding and retention of the material by involving them directly in the learning process, promoting
critical thinking, and fostering collaboration and communication skills. (Bonwell and Eison, 2013)

Hence, this research paper aims to investigate the effectivity of implementing active learning strategies
for cycle 1 learners to test their effectivity, productivity, motivation and its effect on teachers’ performance. By
this way, this research paper could be a great help for Math and English students, teachers and for parents to
involve passive learners in the educational process. Referring to Bonwell and Eison (2013), active learning
strategies benefit a diverse array of stakeholders in education. For students, these strategies enhance
engagement and understanding through interactive activities that promote critical thinking and collaboration
skills. Educators find active learning beneficial as it allows for dynamic teaching approaches, Immediate
feedback, and personalized instruction tailored to diverse student needs. School administrators benefit from
potential improvements in academic outcomes and a positive school culture. Parents appreciate the deeper
learning and increased motivation active learning instills in their children, fostering stronger home-school
connections. Ultimately, active learning contributes to producing well-rounded individuals ready to contribute
positively to society. For further insights into effective implementation and benefits of active learning.

Based on the above, this research paper investigates the following questions:

1. To what extent implementing active learning strategies in teaching Math and English could
help cycle 1 learner to increase their efficiency, productivity and motivation?

2. To what extent implementing active learning strategies could affect teachers’ performance?
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Chapter Il : Literature Review

Active learning has evolved significantly over history, drawing inspiration from ancient educational
practices of dialogue and questioning, particularly championed by figures like Socrates. In the modern era,
educators such as John Dewey (1983) emphasized experiential learning and student engagement, shifting
focus from passive reception of information to active participation in learning processes. This approach aligns
with cognitive psychology theories that highlight the importance of learners&#39; mental processes and
interactions with the environment in knowledge construction. Research consistently supports active learning
benefits in enhancing student engagement, retention of information, and development of critical thinking skills
compared to traditional methods. Furthermore, technological advancements have expanded the scope of
active learning, introducing innovative tools and platforms that facilitate dynamic and interactive educational
experiences. Active learning strategies are supported by several theories and frameworks that emphasize the
importance of learner engagement, interaction, and reflection. Here are some key theories that underpin active
learning strategies referring to National Research Council (2000).

Piaget and Vygotsky were the pioneers of this theory in the 19 th century. Constructivist theory
suggested that learners actively construct their understanding and knowledge of the world through
experiences and thinking. In active learning, students engage in activities that allow them to build upon their
existing knowledge and connect new information to prior experiences. This theory highlights the role of
learners as active participants in their own learning process. (DeVires,2000). Developed by David Kolb in 1984,
experiential learning theory suggests that learning is a continuous process grounded in experience. Kolb
learning cycle involves four stages: concrete experience, reflective observation, abstract conceptualization, and
active experimentation. Active Learning strategies often incorporate elements of experiential learning by
providing opportunities for students to engage in real-world tasks, reflect on their experiences, and apply their
learning in practical contexts.

Building on constructivist principles, social constructivism emphasizes the social and collaborative
nature of learning. According to this theory, Vygotsky (1978) said that knowledge is co-constructed through
social interactions with others. Active learning strategies that promote collaborative activities, such as group
discussions, cooperative learning, and peer teaching, align with social constructivist principles by encouraging
students to learn from and with their peers and moving them from ZPD (zone of proximal development).

Various motivation theories, such as Self-Determination Theory (SDT) and Expectancy-value Theory,
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underscore the importance of intrinsic motivation and personal relevance in learning. Active learning strategies
that allow students to make choices, set goals, and see the relevance of their learning to real-world contexts
can enhance motivation and engagement.

While controversial in some academic circles, theories such as Learning Styles (e.g,, visual,
auditory, kinesthetic) and Multiple Intelligences (e.g., linguistic, logical-mathematical, interpersonal) by
Gardner (1984). Gardner suggested that individuals have diverse ways of learning and processing information.
Active learning strategies that incorporate a variety of activities and modes of presentation can cater to different
learning preferences and strengths Active learning strategies go hand in hand with learning and thinking
theories and programs them in one tunnel. Hence, it includes a variety of strategies. Active learning strategies
encompass a diverse array of approaches that actively engage students in the learning process, promoting
deeper understanding and retention of knowledge. Think-Pair-Share encourages active participation by
prompting students to individually reflect on a question or topic, discuss their thoughts with a partner, and
share their ideas with the whole class. Problem-Based Learning (PBL) immerses students in real-world
scenarios where they collaboratively solve complex problems, fostering critical thinking and practical
application of knowledge. Case studies provide students with opportunities to analyze and debate real or
hypothetical situations, encouraging them to apply theoretical concepts to practical contexts. Group
discussions promote collaboration and the exchange of diverse perspectives, enhancing communication skills
and critical analysis.

Peer teaching involves students in explaining concepts to their peers, reinforcing understanding and
promoting collaborative learning. Role-playing or simulations immerse students in interactive scenarios,
fostering empathy, decision-making skills, and contextual understanding. Interactive lectures intersperse
traditional lectures with engaging elements like polls or quizzes, providing immediate feedback and
maintaining student engagement. Hands-on activities require students to manipulate materials or conduct
experiments, facilitating experiential learning and deeper conceptual understanding. The Jigsaw technique
encourages cooperative learning by having students become experts on specific topics and teach their peers,
fostering responsibility and comprehensive understanding across the group. The flipped classroom model flips
traditional learning by having students review lectures or readings at home, freeing up class time

for interactive activities and discussions. (Bonwell and Eison ,1991)
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Advantages of Active learning Strategies

Interactive learning strategies offer numerous benefits that directly contribute to enhancing students;
motivation, productivity, and efficiency in their academic pursuits. Prince
(2004) highlighted the following advantages:

Increase Motivation: Interactive learning strategies actively engage students in the learning process by
fostering curiosity, autonomy, and a sense of ownership over their education. Activities such as collaborative
projects, problem-solving tasks, and interactive simulations capture students&#39; interest and motivation by
making learning relevant and interactive. When students feel motivated to participate and explore topics
actively, they are more likely to invest time and effort into their studies, leading to improved academic
outcomes.

Enhance Productivity: By promoting active engagement and deep learning, interactive strategies contribute
to improved productivity among students. For instance, activities like group discussions and peer teaching
require students to articulate their understanding of concepts, which reinforces learning and retention. Hands-
on experiments and simulations provide opportunities for practical application of knowledge, encouraging
students to experiment, analyze data, and draw conclusions. These experiences not only enhance
understanding but also equip students with the skills necessary to complete assignments efficiently and
effectively.

Improve Efficiency: Interactive learning strategies emphasize effective time management and task
prioritization. Students engaged in activities with clear objectives and deadlines learn to manage their time
wisely to meet project milestones or prepare for discussions. For example, collaborative group work
encourages division of tasks and collective problem-solving, optimizing efficiency in completing assignments
and achieving learning goals within specified timelines.

Develop Critical Skills: Interactive learning fosters the development of critical thinking, communication, and
collaboration skills essential for academic success and beyond. Students engaged in discussions and debates
learn to analyze information critically, evaluate evidence, and construct persuasive arguments. Collaboration
on projects enhances teamwork and communication skills as students negotiate roles, share responsibilities,
and achieve common objectives. These skills are transferable to various academic tasks and future professional
endeavors, enhancing overall efficiency and productivity.

Personalize Learning Experiences: Interactive learning accommodates diverse learning styles and

preferences, providing opportunities for personalized learning experiences. Students can engage with content
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through activities that align with their strengths and interests, fostering a deeper connection to the material and
enhancing intrinsic motivation. Personalization in learning encourages students to take ownership of their
educational journey, leading to increased efficiency in mastering complex concepts and applying knowledge
in different contexts.

In summary, interactive learning strategies not only increase motivation and engagement but also enhance
productivity and efficiency by promoting active learning, developing critical skills, encouraging effective time
management, and offering personalized learning experiences. These benefits collectively contribute to
fostering a positive learning environment where students are empowered to achieve academic success and

thrive in their educational pursuits.

Disadvantages of Active learning strategies:

While active learning strategies offer many benefits, they may also present certain challenges and
disadvantages that educators should consider. Bonwell and Eison (1994) reported the following disadvantages.

Time-Intensive Preparation: Designing and implementing active Iearning activities can be more time-
consuming for educators compared to traditional lecture-based instruction. Activities such as group work,
simulations, and hands-on experiments require careful planning, resource preparation, and coordination to
ensure they align with learning objectives and engage students effectively.

Logistical Challenges: Managing logistics in large classrooms or with diverse student groups can be
challenging. Activities that involve group work or collaborative projects may require effective classroom
management strategies to ensure equitable participation, address conflicts, and monitor progress.

Coverage of Content: Active learning strategies may prioritize depth over breadth, potentially limiting the
amount of content that can be covered within a given timeframe. Educators may need to carefully balance the
depth of learning with the need to cover essential curriculum topics and meet course requirements.

Student Resistance or Unequal Participation: Some students may resist active Iearning approaches if they
are accustomed to more passive learning environments. Additionally, ensuring equitable participation among
all students in group activities can be challenging, as some may dominate discussions while others may be less
engaged.

Assessment Challenges: Assessing student learning in active learning environments can be more complex
than in traditional settings. Educators may need to develop alternative assessment methods that effectively

measure students&#39; understanding, critical thinking skills, and application of knowledge gained through
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active Iearning activities.

Resource Constraints: Limited access to resources, such as technology, materials for hands-on experiments,
or adequate space for group activities, can pose barriers to implementing certain types of active learning
strategies effectively.

Faculty Resistance or Training Needs: Educators who are unfamiliar with or resistant to
active learning approaches may require professional development and training to effectively implement these
strategies. Faculty development programs and support resources may be needed to build confidence and
proficiency in using active learning methods.

Potential for Noise and Distractions: Active learning activities can create a dynamic and energetic classroom
environment, but they may also lead to increased noise levels and distractions. Educators may need strategies
to manage noise levels and maintain a focused learning atmosphere during collaborative and interactive
activities.

Despite these challenges, many educators find that the benefits of active learning outweigh the
disadvantages, as these strategies promote deeper learning, critical thinking skills, and student engagement. A

Addressing these challenges through thoughtful planning, effective classroom management, and ongoing
professional development can help maximize the effectiveness of active learning strategies in diverse

educational settings.

Chapter lll: Methodology of the research

This research paper aims to investigate the efficacy of implementing active learning strategies for
teaching English and Math for cycle 1 learners. It used quasi experimental research. A Quasi-experimental
research is similar to experimental research in that there is manipulation of an independent variable. It differs
from experimental research because either there is no control group, no random selection, no random
assignment, and/or no active manipulation (Kothari, 2004). This research paper doesn't use control group since
our aim in the project is to benefit all the students by intervening active learning strategies in the curriculum
and testing its efficacy quantitatively (pre/posttests, teachers’ survey) and qualitatively by (direct observation,

survey and students focus group).
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Sample

This research paper aims to test the efficacy of active learning strategies, so its main target is teachers
and students. The population is 30 teachers and 480 students. The whole population was our target sample.

First, 30 teachers who teach Math and English for Syrian refugees at six learning centers at Makani
centers at Beqaa. All of them have BA either in English or math and have experience at least 3 years in public
and private schools. They were trained on the use of active learning strategies. Then, we provided them with
printed kits to facilitate their use. As education officer, | observed the use of the materials inside the classrooms
and always urged teachers to use them. After that, a questionnaire was distributed to them to test their opinion
towards the intervention method used.

Second, the learners are Syrian refugees, cycle 1 students at six centers in Beqaa, Makani project. Their
number is 480 students distributed on 6 centers, 19 section. Their age is from 7 to 10 years. Their literacy rate
was low which is verified by a pretest. They started based learning literacy program from September 2024 to

July 2024. Then, a post test was conducted to check their development.

Data collection
To collect data, the researcher used triangulation methods. Helen Noble and Roberta Heal (2019)
asserted that a research could use triangulation which is more than one method to check up more credibility

and validity.

Pre/post test results:

At the beginning of the cycle 1(Sep 2023), we did pretest to check students’ proficiency in math and
English. Then, by the end of cycle 1 we did midterm exam (December, 2024). We started cycle 2 on December
and we did posttest (July 2024). We took the percentage of success at pre / mid and posttests in both cycles.

Then, we compared students mean difference between both cycles by using descriptive statistics techniques.

Questionnaire:

Questionnaires play a crucial role in research and data collection by providing a structured and
systematic method to gather information from respondents. One of the primary advantages of questionnaires
is their efficiency in collecting data from a large number of individuals or organizations (Fowler ,2013). This

research used a questionnaire that was distributed to 30 teachers who shared in the intervention plan. It aims
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to investigate their attitudes towards active learning strategies used. It has three sections: general information,

effect of active strategies on students’ performance (effectivity, productivity, and motivation) and on teachers’

performance and it was analyzed quantitatively and qualitatively.

Direct observation checklist:

Direct observation is a valuable research technique that provides firsthand, real-time data about

behaviors and interactions as they naturally occur. Researchers can use direct observation to validate or

complement findings obtained through other research methods, enhancing the reliability and validity of their

research outcomes (Emerson et al. 2013). In this paper, as education officer, | attended several classes where

active learning strategies were used and took notes on the teachers and students’ performance. l also put a list

were teachers record each time they used interactive strategies. Then, | took the frequency rate for each teacher.

Data Analysis

To achieve the reliability of the research, the data was analyzed quantitatively and qualitatively.

Quantitative analysis

Pre/ posttests results

Table 1 shows the pre/post tests results. It shows that the pre test results were low in English

(3.6) and Math (5.7) over 30 . After implementing the active learning strategies, the post test

results were increased to 15 in English and 17 over 30 in Math which indicates that we 38%

progress.

Questionnaire Results:

The second part shows the effect of active learning strategies on students’ effectivity, productivity
and motivation. It shows that students use many strategies. the most used one is thepopcorn (84%), the hen
(55%), and the magician (55%) strategies. According to effectivity, the majority of the teachers agree that active
learning strategies are measurable, and they can be resourced (80%), while 50% only agree thatthey are related
to the objectives. They strongly agree that the students respond to them. According to productivity, students
affirmed that student’s performance, tasks number are increased and they can gather more data about student

English Math performance (80% agree &amp; strongly agree). While only 50% complain that they are time
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consuming. Regarding motivation, nearly 90% agree that students are attracted and feel happywhile applying
interactive strategies, while 50 % affirmed that these activities develop orientation during learning.

Part three of the questionnaire shows the effect of these strategies on teachers’ performance. This section
was evaluated quantitativly and qualitatively. quantitative analysis the bar diagram shows that 70% agree that
these strategies were motivational, facilitate their work, and they recommend it to others. They also disagree

that they used them just because they were ordered to do and they are time consuming.

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Qualitative analysis

For qualitative analysis, teachers in part three of the questionnaire were asked open questions to
express freely their attitudes. Based on the responses provided regarding the effectiveness and preferences for
different teaching strategies. Teachers gave positive feedback on their effectiveness. Many educators highlight
specific strategies such as ;Popcorn, ;Fishing,;;Phone,; and; Knock the Door; as effective in engaging students
and enhancing learning outcomes. These strategies are noted for their ability to motivate students, foster active
participation, and facilitate deeper understanding of the material. Strategies like; Popcorn; are praised for their
ease of use and applicability across various subjects, including math and vocabulary. Second, teachers affirmed
Engagement and Motivation of these strategies. Several strategies, such as ;Shake Hands,; ;TV Strategy,; and
;Phone,; are mentioned for their ability to attract student interest and create a positive learning environment.
The use of technology (e.g., phone) and interactive activities (e.g., shaking hands)are seen as effective in
generating a variety of responses and opinions from students. Third, the teachers affirmed Customization and
Adaptability of the strategies. Educators appreciate the versatility of these strategies, noting that each can be
tailored to fit specific lessons and learning objectives. This adaptability promotes collaborative learning,
encourages competition, and challenges student skills, which contributes to their enjoyment and engagement
with the activities. Forth, according to Personal Preferences, while all strategies are acknowledged as beneficial,
educators’ express preferences based on their experience and the perceived impact on student learning.
Strategies that surprise students (e.g., ;Knock the Door;) or involve physical and mental engagement (e.g.,
;Fishing;) are particularly favored for their novelty and effectiveness in different instructional contexts.

Based on the provided responses detailing how educators explain, practice, and use active learning
strategies in their teaching. First, educators employ a diverse range of active learning strategies such as sorting
cards, competitions, interactive games, and collaborative group work.

This variety indicates an effort to engage students through different approaches tailored to lesson
objectives and student preferences. Second, many educators follow a structured approach in implementing
active learning strategies. Third, strategies are introduced and explained clearly to students, ensuring they
understand the purpose and process involved. forth, Educators often model the strategy or provide guided
practice sessions where students learn by example before attempting independently. Students then apply the
strategy independently or in groups, fostering autonomy and critical thinking. Forth, Throughout the process,
educators monitor student progress and provide feedback to support learning and address challenges. Fifth,

strategies are integrated into lesson plans as warm-ups, applications during lessons, or as part of lesson
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closures. This integration helps reinforce lesson content, promote active participation, and provide
opportunities for students to apply knowledge in practical contexts. Six, strategies are adapted based on lesson
content and student needs, demonstrating flexibility to align with varying levels of complexity or learning
styles. Some educators use active learning strategies for evaluation purposes, allowing students to demonstrate
understanding through practical exercises or group activities. This approach encourages active engagement
and facilitates deeper learning.

Based on the responses provided, here is an analysis of the challenges faced while using active learning
strategies: First, several respondents mentioned time-related challenges, such as the strategies being time-
consuming or having constraints in managing time effectively during class activities. Second, there are issues
related to managing a large number of students or handling classroom dynamics, including emotional
responses and behavior management, were highlighted as challenges. Third, some respondents noted that not
all strategies were suitable for certain levels or required adaptation for different student abilities, particularly
higher-level or slower-paced students. Moreover, teachers complain about difficulties in ensuring equal
participation among all students, dealing with students who are slow to apply strategies, or managing student
behavior when not all adhere to rules were common challenges. Challenges included the complexity of
strategies that required individual explanations, as well as the need for more attention to certain students who
required additional explanations or support.

To overcome these problems, educators suggested some strategies. Educators emphasize the importance
of thorough planning and preparation before implementing active learning strategies. This includes: Planning
activities in advance to avoid time wastage and ensure smooth execution. Clarifying student responsibilities
and expectations clearly to enhance understanding and participation. Repeating strategies with different skills
to reinforce learning and ensure comprehension of each step. Strategies are strategically integrated into the
latter part of lesson plans, indicating a deliberate approach to using them as a culmination or reinforcement of
lesson content. While some educators report no challenges, others address issues such as time management,
student behavior management, and ensuring participation. Time management involves allocating specific time
slots for interactive activities within the lesson plan framework.

Managing student behavior includes giving warnings, providing incentives for positive behavior(e.g.,
trophies), and using strategies like calming students down or giving them turns to maintainorder and
engagement. Strategies are designed to enhance student engagement and motivation: Recognition and

incentives such as giving titles (e.g. Queen of Math,; &King,&;) and documenting student progress through
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photos or awards are used to motivate and acknowledge student achievements. Group activities and
competitions are employed to foster collaboration and peer learning, such as dividing balls among groups and
checking each other solutions. Educators sometimes modify strategies based on preparation or classroom
dynamics, ensuring flexibility in implementation while maintaining effectiveness.

Direct observation: As education officer, the researcher conducted classroom visits and took notes on
active learning application. Teachers filled in a list and record videos whenever the used these strategies.
Analyzing these videos and list revealed that most of the teachers were motivated to use them and the students’
motivation and productive were increased as they learn and play. This will facilitate retention of the

information.

Conclusion

The issue of passive learners among Cycle 1 students (aged 7-10) seems to stem largely from traditional
teaching methods that encourage dependency on teachers for knowledge.

Passive learners exhibit challenges such as shallow understanding, poor retention, ineffective
communication skills, increased dependency, and limited creativity. This raises a critical question: Is the
problem rooted in students themselves or in the teaching strategies employed?

The qualitative and quantitative results revealed that implementing active learning strategies not only
benefits students but also supports teachers in delivering dynamic lessons, providingimmediate feedback, and
catering to diverse learning needs. Thus, addressing the issue of passive learners in Cycle 1 involves shifting
from traditional teaching approaches to more active learning strategies. This shift has the potential to transform
educational experiences, making learning more engaging, effective, and meaningful for both students and
educators alike.

According to the first research question, to what extent implementing active learning strategies in
teaching Math and English could help cycle 1 learner to increase their efficiency, productivity and motivation?

Active Iearning strategies enhance student engagement, encourage participation, and support deeper
comprehension of educational content. Educators value strategies that are versatile, motivating, and adaptable
to various subjects and classroom dynamics, ultimately fostering a dynamic and effective learning
environment.

According to the second research question, to what extentimplementing active learning strategies could

affect teachers’ performance? Active learning presented a thoughtful approach to using active learning

Addressing these challenges may require strategic planning, adaptation of strategies to
suit diverse student needs, and effective classroom management techniques to maximize the benefits of active
learning approaches

In summary, the analysis reveals a systematic approach to implementing active learning strategies,
emphasizing careful planning, effective integration into lesson plans, management of challenges, and strategies
to enhance student engagement and recognition. Educators proactive measures contribute to creating a
conducive learning environment that promotes antiparticipation, reinforces learning outcomes, and supports
student development

The evolution of active learning traces back to ancient educational practices, notably championed by
figures like Socrates, and continues with modern educators such as John Dewey emphasizing experiential
learning and engagement. Active learning aligns with cognitive psychology theories emphasizing learners;
mental processes and interactions in knowledge construction. Research consistently supports active learning
for enhancing engagement, retention, and critical thinking skills over traditional methods. Technological
advancements further enhance active learning through innovative tools and platforms.

Active learning strategies are supported by key theories: Constructivism (Piaget, Vygotsky), Experiential
Learning (Kolb), and Social Constructivism (Vygotsky), emphasizing learners active roles, experience-based
learning, and collaborative knowledge construction. Motivation theories (e.g., SDT) and learning styles theories
(e.g., Multiple Intelligences) also inform effective active learning practices by enhancing intrinsic motivation
and accommodating diverse learning preferences.

Active learning strategies include various activities such as Think-Pair-Share, Problem- Based Learning
(PBL), case studies, group discussions, peer teaching, simulations, and interactive lectures, all promoting deeper
understanding and practical application of knowledge.

Hence, it is recommended to provide comprehensive training and ongoing professional development
for teachers to effectively implement active learning strategies. This should include workshops, seminars, and

mentoring to enhance confidence and proficiency in using these methods. Moreover, it advisable to integrate
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active learning strategies into the curriculum design and lesson planning process. Ensure alignment with
learning objectives and standards to maximize relevance and effectiveness. Provide teachers with necessary
resources and materials to facilitate active learning activities, such as technology tools, manipulatives, and
structured lesson plans. This support can streamline implementation and enhance engagement. In addition
to that, we have to develop strategies for effective classroom management during active learning sessions.
Focus on techniques to promote equitable participation, manage group dynamics, and maintain a positive
learning environment. Align assessment methods with active learning strategies to accurately measure student
understanding, critical thinking skills, and application of knowledge. Incorporate formative assessments and
feedback loops to monitor progress effectively. Finally, researchers has to conduct ongoing research and
evaluation to assess the impact of active learning strategies on student outcomes, teacher performance, and
overall educational effectiveness. Use data-driven insights to refine approaches and inform decision- making
Implementing these recommendations can enhance the effectiveness of active learning strategies in fostering
engagement, critical thinking, and academic success among Cycle 1 learners, thereby creating a more enriching
educational experience for all stakeholders involved.

This study investigates the underlying presuppositions present in a newspaper article published in
The Telegraph, a British daily. The newspaper article is authored by Con Coughlin, the foreign and defense
editor of the newspaper. This article critiques the Russian war, characterizing it as an unjust conflict aimed at

countering Islamic radicals who are carrying out attacks on Russia.

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The study seeks to examine the various types and triggers of presuppositions employed in the essay
to accurately depict and illustrate Putin's misguided military campaign. An eclectic pragmatic model is utilized
to examine the types and triggers of presuppositions in the selected article. Finally, the study concludes that
the Telegraph mainly depend on lexical and existential presuppositions, with a minor role of structural

presuppositions, to convey thoughts in the process of vilifying Russia.

Keywords: presupposition, existential, lexical, structural, political newspaper

1. INTRODUCTION

Language helps one to express their opinions on particular events and situations. For example, language users
can convey their opinions and ideas in newspapers. Through the deft application of linguistic devices like
presuppositions, journalists can subtly convey Liang and Liu (2016). The language of newspapers allows us to
perceive the production and dissemination of news as the establishment of new forms of power and access to
representation. Journalism has never merely challenged a form of political authority that was beyond its own
sphere of influence (Conboy, 2010, p.10). The Russian-Ukrainian conflict has garnered significant global
attention, particularly in media coverage. It is widely acknowledged that journalistic institutions have
experienced polarization and favoritism towards either Russia or Ukraine, resulting in disagreement and bias.
The Telegraph, a prominent British daily, is at the vanguard of media sources advocating for the Ukrainians in
this conflict and conducting a hostile campaign against Russia, particularly its President Putin. The journalist
characterizes the Russian war in Ukraine as a wrong battle that ought to have been directed towards
combating Islamic radicals who pose a threat to both Russia and the Western nations. He references other
assaults carried out by these radicals targeting Russia. In addition, he discusses the conflicts and incursions
conducted by Russia against these extreme groups. The journalist condemns the Russian president for his
permissive attitude towards these fanatics. Instead of engaging in conflict with them, he directs his aggression
towards the Western region, particularly his assault on Ukraine, which is an inappropriate choice of target. To
promote this viewpoint in the global media, the journalist uses strategic linguistic techniques to accomplish

their communication objectives.

2. Research Questions
This study is driven by the objective of addressing the following inquiries:
1- What types and triggers of presuppositions are used in the article to fulfill the journalistic communicative
intentions?

2- Which types and triggers of presuppositions are more frequently utilized in comparison to other types?
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3. Presupposition

German logician Frege introduced the term "presupposition” in 1892. The term "presupposition”
describes the implicit information that a proposition has within a phrase or other spoken word. Semantic and
pragmatic presuppositions are the two categories into which linguists divide presuppositions. Semantic
presupposition is a logical notion that is closely related to truth-conditional semantics. It is a method used to
analyze the propositional meaning of sentences and determine the logical criteria for determining their truth
or falsity (Finch, 2000: 184). Zhao and Cui (2017) defines semantic presupposition as a binary relation
between sentences based on their truth values. Specifically, "A presupposes B" means that the truth or
falsehood of B is a requirement for determining the semantic value of A. However, semantic presuppositions
are outside the scope of this study.

Conversely, pragmatic presuppositions are indirect knowledge that one can deduce practically.
Stalnaker (1977) first used the phrase "pragmatic presupposition” to show that a context is required in order
to properly understand a statement, with regard to its truth and falsehood. Griffiths (2006, p.143) contends
that our shared background assumptions, that which we take for granted, are known as presuppositions. A
presupposition is, according to Akmajian et al. (2010), "an insinuation about the universe or preexisting belief
connected to a speech whose veracity is assumed in discourse.” They are silent concepts that help one
understand what others intend to convey to the audience. Presupposition is an assumption taken to be
accurate prior to evidence. Furthermore, Pragmatic presuppositions fall generally into three basic categories:

existential, lexical, structural.

4. Previous Research

Many research papers have been written about presupposition. The first one was written by Jasim
and Said in 2018, entitled "A Linguistic Study of Presupposition in Rattigan's Play "While the Sun Shines". In
the study the researchers aims to analyze the dramatic implicit meaning triggered by certain types and
triggers of presuppositions. The study depends on an eclectic model, based on Yule (1996) and Karttunen,
(1973), and Van Der Sandt (1988), to analyze the data. It concludes that structural presupposition is the
important types in such data. Another study was written by ljabah and Argina in 2022, entitled
"Understanding Advertiser’s Intention: The Analysis of Presupposition Triggers in Advertisement"”. The study
aims to investigate type and triggers used in five videos of cosmetic advertisement. The paper adopts
Levinson 1983 as a model for analyzing the advertisements. The findings show the three types of

presupposition are used and the most frequent type is the existential one.
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5. METHODOLOGY AND DISCUSSION

6.Data Collection

The analysis data have been extracted from The Telegraph, a renowned international daily
newspaper focused on politics. The newspaper extensively covers global political events and aligns with the
perspectives and ideologies of Western governments, with a special emphasis on those of Britain. The journal
is notorious for its biased stance towards Russia and views the Russian conflict with Ukraine as an unjust war
against the Western world as a whole. The search data contains a single article authored by Con Coughlin, the
editor responsible for defense and foreign affairs, which was published on March 23, 2024, via the website

https://www.telegraph.co.uk/news/2024/03/23/putin-must-now-realise-hes-been-fighting-the-wrong-war/

. The article comprises a total of 599 words. The analysis encompassed the entirety of the article.

7. Data Analysis and Discussion

Presuppositions are the language instruments that let the speaker or writer effectively and powerfully
transmit his ideas and opinions to the receiver without exposing numerous specifics. These presuppositions
have three basic forms according to linguists: structural, lexical, and existential. Every one of them consists in
a collection of triggers. Several models of examining presuppositions in the chosen article are applied in this
paper. These models are Karttunen (1971), Leech (1974), McCawley (1976), Palmer (1981), Levinson (1983),
Yule (1996), Crystal (1997), Saeed (1997), (Biber et al, 1999), Wright (2002), (Liang & Liu, 2016). Adopting all
these models is justified by their comprehensiveness and coverage of several linguistic structures that fulfill
the goals of the research.

7.1 Existential

Existential presupposition is believed to be inherent in possessive formations, as well as in any
definite noun phrase, such as a specific description, in a broader sense. In these cases, the speaker is
presumed to be committed to the existence of the entities mentioned (Yule, 1996, p.27). By use any of these
terms, it is understood that the writer or speaker is affirming the presence of the mentioned things. In the
same way, definite description assumes the presence of a certain object or action. Therefore, it is
distinguished by the use of noun phrases and possessive language, together with the use of verbs that depict
the existence of certain entities. The following examples from the chosen article illustrate:

7- "Bur the dead|y attack on a Moscow concert hall carried out by an offshoot of Islamic State of Irag".

2- "..one where confronting the West, not Islamist extremism, has become his main priority".
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In example (1), the phrase "the deadly attack” is employed as a trigger to assume that a lethal attack occurred
in Moscow carried out by extremist Islamists. Therefore, it is more appropriate for Putin's war to focus on
them rather than the West. Other cases of definite descriptions are (2,3 and 4) in Appendix (2).
In example (2), the journalist uses the trigger possessive "his main priority" to presuppose that battling the
West, rather than Islamist extremism, is a priority. Other instances of possessives are (5,6,7,8,9,10,11,13,14
and 15) in Appendix (2).
7.2 Lexical Presupposition
Certain types of expressions or lexical triggers a presupposition as illustrated in the sections below:
7.2.1 Implicative Expressions

Implicative expressions are linguistic devices that imply the existence of certain necessary conditions
for an event to occur, as stated by Karttunen (1971). According to Levinson (1983, p.28), lexical
presuppositions can be understood as the stated and presupposed meaning carried by the verb 'managed’
when someone says that they were able to do something. The intended interpretation is that the individual
achieved a certain task or objective. Thus, when stating that someone did not manage to accomplish
something, the explicit meaning is that the person failed, while the implicit meaning (not explicitly stated) is
that the person made an attempt to perform that particular thing. Conventionally, the term 'managed’ is
understood to mean 'succeeded’ while also assuming that there was an attempt made. Implicative
presuppositions are typically triggered by phrases such as "avoid," "forget,” "dream,” "figure out,” "pretend,”
and similar terms. If a statement is preceded by any of these words, its assumption is instantly negated as
false. Factive verbs, such as manage, fail, avoid, and happen, serve as examples. The following example from
the chosen article shows:

3- "Explaining his decision to intervene in Syria.”

In (3), the implicative term 'to-infinitive' "to intervene” is employed as a trigger to presuppose that Putin's
invasion of Syria was motivated by his own objectives to combat extreme Islamists in the region. Therefore,
the journalist presupposes that the extremism Islamists are considered Russia's primary enemy rather than
the Western countries. Other instances of implicative expressions in the article are (17,18,19,20,21 and 22) in
Appendix (2).
7.2.2 Factive Expressions

According to Leech (1974, p.304), factive presuppositions can be categorized into two types: 'pure
factives' and 'conditioned factives'. The former refers to predicates, such as realize and regret, that are
primarily related with a that-clause. The latter refers to predicates such as cause, become, have to, force, see,
hear, etc. These predicates are mostly linked to infinitive constructions and nominalizations. According to

Crystal (1997, p.147) and Yule (1996, p. 27), the term 'factive' is used to classify verbs that require a
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complement clause. In these cases, the speaker assumes that the proposition conveyed in the sentence is true.
Therefore, they are referred to be 'factive’ since they assume the truthfulness of their complement clause.
Factive verbs in the English language comprise sorry, aware, strange, know, regret, proud, happy, indifferent,
happy that, realize, and sad. know; learn; remember; appreciate; saw; forced to; agree; make sense; amuse;
bear in mind; regret. in addition, there are factive predicators may involve other classes than verbs, i.e.,
adjectives and noun constructions. The extract from the selected data below illustrates:

4- "Where at least 133 people were gunned down by a group of Islamist terrorists”.
In this instance, the journalist employs the factive verb "gunned down" as a lexical trigger to presuppose that
Russian citizens have been deliberately killed by their true enemy, Islamist terrorists, but the Russian
president purposefully disregarded this fact. Instead of this, Putin misguidedly turns his military aggression at
the West. Additional instances of factive expressions are (23,24,26,27,28,29,30 and 31) in Appendix (2).
7.2.3 Change of State Expressions

Change of state verbs, also known as aspectual verbs, represent a distinct category of lexical

presuppositions. These verbs and expressions have a specific type of presupposition where the new state is
both described and assumed to not have existed before the change. Saeed (1997, p.99) also mentions that
these verbs have a similar presupposition. According to Wright (2002, p.339), these verbs can be classified as
a distinct group of verbs that specifically involve a modification in the internal structure of an entity during a
specific occurrence. He further classifies them into two types: externally caused change of state verbs,
including verbs like: break; cool; and freeze; bake; boil; crack; dry; lengthen; melt; open; shatter; straighten;
widen; and internally caused change of state verbs including verbs like: bloom; blossom; corrode; decay;
erode; ferment; germinate; molt; rot; rust; sprout; stagnate; and wilt. The following quotation from the chosen
article illustrates:

5- 'the Western intelligence community which, on the contrary, believes Afghanistan has once again

become a safe haven for Islamist terror networks".

The journalist in this quotation presupposes that Afghanistan was devoid of Islamist terrorists prior to the
withdrawal of US-led coalition forces in the summer of 2021. By employing a lexical trigger, the verb
"become,” which signifies a change of state. As a result of this withdrawal, the country has become an ideal
location for militants who are targeting the West and Russia. By this presupposition, the journalist endeavors
to draw Putin’s attention to the threat posed by these militants rather than engaging in a conflict with the
West. Appendix (2) of this article contains additional examples of change of state expressions including (33

and 34).
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7.2.4 Iterative Expressions

Another form of lexical presupposition is referred to as 'iterative’ or 'categorical presupposition. They
refers to the process of repeating a series of steps or actions. Crystal (1997, p.247) defines "iterative” as an
occurrence that happens repeatedly. Thus, this type of presupposition is activated by lexical items such as
‘'repeat, restore, reinstate, again, too, replay; repeal, come back, step back’, and so on. These triggers provide
information regarding the prior existence of a specific object or the preceding action of the speaker. These
cues provide contextual information about the speaker or the world, such as the time period in which
something occurred or the speaker's past actions. According to Levinson (1983, p.182), this category also
includes terms such as 'anymore, returned, another time, to come back, restore, repeal’, and so on. Such
phrases or expressions elicit an assumption. Therefore, when it comes to lexical presupposition, the speaker's
choice of specific words is understood to imply an additional thought that has not been explicitly articulated.
The example below from the selected data explains:

6- 'The Kremlin has a long and bloody history of fighting Islamist extremism".

This case is an illustration of lexical presupposition by using the repetitive phrase "a long and bloody history".
The phrase presupposes that Russia has fought Islamist radicals on multiple occasions in the past because
they pose a threat to Russia. As a result, they pose a greater threat to Russia than the West does, and President
Putin ought to take them on; however, by attacking Ukraine, he launched the incorrect kind of war against the
West. An additional instance of factive expressions are (36) in Appendix (2).
7.2.5 Judging Expressions

Judging is the act of forming an opinion based on a previously established view resulting from a
completed activity. This presumption excludes speakers as a subject entirely (Levinson, 1983, p.182). This
category of verbs pertains to verbs that express a person's evaluative stance towards another person (or
institution) based on a presumed factual basis. This category encompasses actions such as accusing,
criticizing, praising, and so on. The following instance from the selected data shows:

7- "one of the more calamitous consequences of the 2021 withdrawal was the complete destruction of
the West’s intelligence-gathering network there".

Example (7) has a lexical presupposition through the use of the phrase "the more calamitous consequences”
as an expression of judging. It presupposes that the act of withdrawing is an incorrect option and carries
several adverse outcomes. It prevents the intelligence community in the West from taking action against
Islamist militants. Consequently, they now possess a secure environment to cultivate their skills in executing

assaults against Western targets.
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7.2.6 Counter-factual Expressions
According to Crystal (1997, p.147) and McCawley (1976, p.400), a counterfactual verb assumes that
the claim in its complement sentence is not just false but also goes against what is actually true. The verb
‘pretend’ exemplifies this category. The following example from the chosen data states:
8- "Russian President Vladimir Putin may have convinced himself that Russia’s main enemy lies in the

West"

The journalist employs the verb 'convinced' to express a lexical presupposition in example (8) by employing
the rigger counter-factual. This implies that the West is not the primary adversary of Russia. In other words,
the West and Russia are allies in the face of their genuine adversary, the Islamist extremists who have
launched numerous attacks on Russia.
7.2.7 Conventional Expressions

Presuppositions of sentences are regarded by Levinson (1983, p.206) as an integral part of the
conventional meaning of expressions, particularly those related to lexical elements. Palmer (1981, p.170)
asserts that certain words have specific qualities that are associated with assumption. Hence, the verb "clean”
in the statement "l cleaned the room" suggests that the room was unclean before to cleaning. In a similar vein,
the sentence "l killed the bird" suggests that the bird was alive prior to its death because of the use of the verb
“kill." Beyond verbs, other lexical items with presumed usual meaning might also be included in the notion of
conventionality. There are certain nouns with customary meanings. Consider the following example from the
selected data:

9- "Putin may well reflect that, by concentrating his military focus on Ukraine, he now finds himself
fighting the wrong war".

The lexical trigger 'conventional expression’ "the wrong war" in (9) is employed to signify a lexical
assumption. The phrase "the wrong war" implies that Putin should be engaged in a more appropriate conflict,
specifically targeting Islamist militants rather than the West, particularly Ukraine. Put simply, Putin should
combat the Islamist fanatics who pose a threat to Russian citizens and the nation as a whole. The extra
conventional expressions, such as (40 and 41), can be found in Appendix (2) of this article.
7.2.8 Restrictive Expressions

Words like as "only," "just,” and "another” limit or restrict what comes after them (Liang & Liu, 2016,
p.69). As an illustration, consider the scenario “She only slapped him”, which resulted in the statement "She
did nothing else". The following extract from the selected data explains:

10- "Putin has adopted an entirely different approach’.

The adverb “entirely” in this quote is used to presuppose that Putin's approach against the West is distinct and

different from all other ways. In essence, the anticipated course of action for Russia would be to align with the
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West in combating Islamist extremists. However, Putin's unexpected actions, such as his war against Ukraine,

deviate from this expectation.

8-Structural Presupposition

Structural presuppositions refers to linguistic phenomenon where specific structures are assumed to
convey presupposed information, suggesting that this information is taken as accurate. put it another way,
they form a type when certain structures conventionally and regularly, presuppose that part of the structure is
already assumed to be true. Addressers can use such structures to treat information as presupposed (i.e.,
assumed to be true), and, hence, to be accepted as true by the addressee. In the selected article two structural
triggers are found: temporal clauses and comparative constructions.
8.1 Temporal Clauses

According to Levinson (1983, p.183), these clauses are referred to as temporal clauses. These are
adverbials that pertain to time, such as phrases that commence with words like: afrer, during, whenever,
when, as, and so on. Such sentences in an utterance can occur either at the beginning or at the end, and in
both circumstances, they activate presuppositions. This presupposition trigger establishes a connection
between two utterances in a certain scenario. These sentences elicit presupposition (Biber et al, 1999, p.194).
The quotation below from the selected article illustrates:

11- "After the devastating attack on Moscow’s Crocus City concert hall".
In the instance above, the journalist uses the structural trigger 'the temporal clause’ to create a structural
presupposition. The clause "after the devastating attack on Moscow’s Crocus City concert hall” presupposes
that Islamist extremists perpetrated an attack against the Russian populace in Moscow. This assault serves as
evidence that the true adversary of Russia is not the West, but rather Isil. Appendix (2) contains an additional
example of temporal clauses in the article (46).
8.2 Comparative Constructions

On this structural level, the presence of certain conjunctions that indicate a comparison or contrast
between two clauses are used. Making presupposition is the result of comparing and contrasting, says
Karttunen (cited in Levinson, 1983, p.183). According to Levinson (1983, p.183), these constructions prove
that presupposition is present. Both the (as + adjective + as) and the (adjective + er + than) formulations fall
into this category. Contrast structures also require the existence of their complementary structures, in
addition to the ones listed above. Words like "in contrast,” "by contrast,” "in comparison,” "on the contrary,”
“even though,” "notwithstanding,” etc. all comprise contrast structures. At the end of each of these

constructions is a structural element. The following example from the selected data illustrates:
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12- "comparing the campaign to defeat Isil to allied efforts to defear the Nazis during the Second

World War".

The chosen article employs the structural trigger 'compare and contrast' in (12) to establish a
structural presupposition. The journalist presupposes that Putin shares similarities with both ISIS and the
Nazis from World War II. The journalist used irony to highlight Putin's plea for the West to establish an
alliance in opposition to him. Putin prioritizes military aggression against Ukraine instead of concentrating on

combatting ISIL. Another instance of comparative constructions are (44) in Appendix (2).

9.Result discussions
9.1 Presupposition Types

Upon analyzing the texts provided, it has been determined that the newspaper article exhibits an
overabundance of presuppositions. The newspaper article discusses the strategies implemented by Russian
President Putin in his approach towards both the Western countries and Islamic radicals. The newspaper
article suggests that the Russian president is engaging in a misguided conflict with the West, particularly in
relation to the war with Ukraine, while neglecting the genuine threat posed by Islamic radicals to Russia. The
journalist use presuppositions as a pragmatic linguistic tool to effectively communicate the main point of the
aforementioned text. Upon analyzing the essay, it is evident that three primary types of presuppositions are
employed, albeit in varying degrees. These types include existential, lexical, and structural presuppositions.
The study reveals that the journalist exhibits a bias for employing lexical presuppositions over the other two
types, as indicated in Table (1) and Figure (1) below:

The table and figure above display the percentages of the various types of presuppositions utilized in
the chosen article. The journalist's usage of these types clearly conveys their perspective on Russian President
Putin's policies in his conflict with the West and his indifference towards Islamic radicals and their ideological
supporters. The percentages above indicate that lexical presuppositions are ranked top (58.695%), followed
by existential presuppositions in second place (32.608%), and structural presuppositions ranked third
(8.695%).

From the above percentages, it becomes evident that lexical presuppositions play a significant role in
effectively communicating the intended meanings about a particular occurrence to the listener. The
significance of existential presuppositions in attaining the same objective is also emphasized, as evidenced by
the usage percentages. In contrast, the role of syntactic presuppositions seems to be less significant, as the
ratio was comparatively low compared to other categories.

9.2 Lexical Presupposition

The analysis of the chosen newspaper article reveals that lexical presuppositions are utilized to a
significantly higher extent compared to other types of presuppositions, amounting (56.25%). This significant
proportion, amounting to over half of all presuppositions types employed, underscores the significance of this
particular kind of presuppositions in crafting this genre of newspaper articles. However, the utilization of

different levels of lexical presuppositions differed, as indicated in Table (2) and Figure (2) below.

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The table and figure above provide percentages that reveal the relative significance of the lexical
presuppositions used by the journalist to describe the Russian president's attitude in his battle against the
West, which the journalist characterizes as misguided. In addition, these presuppositions include the
challenge Russia faces with extreme organizations. The journalist describes how Russian action in Chechnya
and Syria against these terrorist organizations unfolds. The journalist describes the extreme attacks directed
on Russian people by radical colleges. The utilization of presuppositions has been categorized into various

groups based on their respective usage percentages. These groups include factive expressions (33.333%),
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implicative expressions (25.925%), change of state expressions (11.111%), conventional expressions
(11.111%), iterative expressions (7.407%), judging expressions (3.703%), counter-factual expressions
(3.703%), and restrictive expressions (3.703%). The percentages show that factive and implicative
expressions are used more frequently than other triggers in newspaper articles, suggesting their significance
in writing and preparing such articles. On the other hand, change of state, conventional, and iterative
expressions are used moderately. Judging, counter-factual, and restrictive expressions, however, are used less
frequently compared to other triggers, indicating that the journalist of the article relies less on these types of

expressions in newspaper articles.

9.3 Existential Presuppositions

The analysis of the selected newspaper article demonstrates that existential presuppositions are, in
addition to two other types of presuppositions, utilized in the article. It comes in at number two in terms of its
use in the chosen article, which amounts to 35.416%. This substantial proportion highlights the significance
of this particular kind of presuppositions in the process of writing articles for this category of newspaper.
Among several existential triggers, the analysis shows that only two are used in the article including definite
descriptions and possessives. The employment of various degrees of existential presuppositions, on the other
hand, varied, as shown in the in Table (3) and Figure (3) below.

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The table and figure above display the percentages of existential triggers that indicate the
proportional importance of the existential presuppositions employed by the journalist of the article to define
the Russian president's stance in his conflict with the West, which the journalist portrays as incorrect. The use
of presuppositions has been classified into two specific triggers: possessives, accounting for 73.333%, and
definite descriptions, accounting for 26.666%. The percentages indicate that possessives are more commonly
utilized than specific descriptions, implying their importance in writing and composing such articles. In other
words, the journalist extensively utilizes these triggers to portray the Russian strategy towards their true
adversary, the Islamist fanatics.

9.4 Structural Presuppositions

The analysis of the chosen newspaper article shows that it uses structural presuppositions, along
with two other types of presuppositions. It ranks last in terms of its usage in the selected article, accounting
for 8.333%. The low use suggests that this particular form of presupposition is not favored in this type of data.
The study reveals that the article utilizes two specific structural triggers, namely Comparison and Contrast and
Temporal expressions, among others. The triggers have received the same percentage for each, as seen in

Table (4) and Figure (4) below.

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The table and figure above present the percentages of structural triggers that demonstrate the
journalist's use of less important type of presuppositions in comparison with the other two types; lexical and
existential. Thus, their use to characterize the Russian president’s attitude in his battle with the West, which
the journalist presents as erroneous, seems less important than other two types. the structural triggers are
categorized into two distinct triggers: Comparison and Contrast, which make up 50% of the occurrences, and
Temporal expressions, which also account for 50%. The percentages show that each of them is utilized in
equal measure. Put simply, the journalist does not use these triggers to accurately depict the Russian policy

towards their actual foe, the Islamist extremists.

CONCLUSIONS

After conducting an analysis of the data, the study derives the following conclusions: The journalist in
his article relies on a narrative of details that substantiate his primary idea, which is that the Russian president
is conducting a wrong war in Ukraine instead of the right war against Islamic extremists. They are those who
attack Russian territory or those who threaten the authority of his ally in Syria. In an effort to promote this
idea, The journalist employs presuppositions in the article. Consequently, he employs the three types of
presupposition: existential, lexical, and structural. The lexical presuppositions are first, accounting for
58.695%. The existential presuppositions are second, accounting for 32.608%, and the syntactic
presuppositions are third, accounting for 8.695%. Furthermore, the existential triggers employed are definite
descriptions and possessives. The lexical triggers are factive expressions, implicative expressions, change of
state expressions, conventional expressions, iterative expressions, judging expressions, counter-factual
expressions, and restrictive expressions. Finally, the structural triggers are comparison and contrast, and

temporal clauses as illustrated in Tables (1, 2 and 3). Subsequently, the conclusions validate the hypothesis.

INTRODUCTION

the essence of narrative art in terms of content and what should characterize the novelist’s talent to provide a
good narrative work. Secondly, it recounts to the language of narrative art and its connotations and
expressive capabilities, and how it differs from the language of poetry and drama.

Emily ). Denison's (2020) study, "Rethinking the Relationship between Story and Image: A
Reinterpretation of Cook's Language of Narrative Art," provides a novel viewpoint on Albert Cook's idea of
the language used in narrative art. Denison examines the complex relationship between narrative and visual
representation, offering a fresh interpretation of Cook's theory using modern analysis. The research
investigates the relationship between tales and pictures, exploring how they interact and impact each other. It
questions conventional ideas about narrative art and provides fresh insights into how text and visual
components collaborate to create meaning and convey stories.

In her "The Language of Narrative Art: A Study of Albert Stanburrough Cook's Work and lts
Contemporary Relevance", Tania Convert (2018), examines the storytelling strategies used by Albert S. Cook
in his creative works. The research analyses the extent to which Cook's work embodies narrative elements
and their importance in modern art. Convert examines Cook's use of language, symbolism, and visual

narrative, emphasizing the significance of his methods in the contemporary creative realm. The research
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contends that Cook's methodology in narrative art provides significant perspectives on the interaction

between language and visual depiction, making it relevant for contemporary artists and viewers alike.

1. AlbertS. Cook

Albert S. Cook (1853-1927), American scholar and critic, was well known for his valuable contributions
in different fields, such as English literature, linguistics, and biblical studies. After he gained the master degree,
Cook started his academic career. He had taught in several institutions including Harvard, and the University
of California. Through teaching he had expertise in various academic disciplines, especially English literature,
William Shakespeare’s works, in particular (Osgood, 1928).

Cook has left big impact on the academic community because of his work on the study of language and
literature, such as, “The Art of Poetry,” " The Interpretation of the Old Testament” and "The Bible and English
Prose Style". Cook's exploration of the language of narrative art covered range of disciplines, including
literature, linguistics, and visual arts. Drawing upon his deep understanding of English literature and his
expertise in biblical studies, Cook approached narrative art with a unique interdisciplinary perspective. He
recognized that the language used in storytelling transcends the boundaries of specific mediums,
encompassing not only written narratives but also visual and performative forms of storytelling.

2. The Language of The Narrative Art

The essential talent of the novelist is evident in his ability to observe the details of the social behavior
of the individuals he depicts, so that the novel clarifies to its reader a reality that was hidden from him, even
though it is what he sees in his familiar daily life. Therefore, Albert Cook states that the novel must keep pace
with the reality of life and convey it to us pictorially, and honesty in recording reality may lie even in the mere
names given to the characters (Cook, 1977) as the human actions that the characters perform are meaningful.

It draws, through the image of the character, the continuity of the recording and the anecdotal news. Itis true

that everything offered by the worlds of narrative art, even romanticism, must be authentically compatible
with life, so that it appears more realistic and honest in recording than drama and poetry.

On the other hand, what is related to the language of narrative art, even romantic, it must be consistent and to
the extent of matching between linguistic integrity and artistic quality. Cook states that if poetry is a linguistic
artifact, it is not a condition of correspondence between the quality of the novel and the quality of the
language in which it is written. There may be a good novel devoid of flashes of rhetoric but it may be in a poor
style such as, “From Here to Frernity” by James Jones (Cook, 2016).

The clarity that narrative language should have is based mostly on describing the moving reality that
allows it to be imagined as much as possible, and that the words in the novel do not refer to an abstract
meaning, but rather to (imagining) something perceived, or to a real action carried out by real people (Ibid).
Also, it is not possible for a novel, except rarely, to depict the movement of change from one sentence to
another but from one chapter to another. The language of the story does not tend toward abstraction as much
as it attempts to tactically create the illusion of being close to the language of daily life. Hence, the story does
not have its own artistic dictionary or strict traditions in writing.

There is quite a bit of attention about the rhetoric of the novel as a literary genre, and here “language”
emerges as a basic tool that deserves attention and study. Albert Cook’s observations, here, regarding the
language of narrative art are objective and correct, but they do not provide an integrated point of view. Here,
we point out the efforts made by the Russian formalists and the French structuralists to study the language of
literature in general. In this context, the attention is directed to studying the narrative language through an
analytical study that highlights its relationship and ability to draw character. If some writers of narrative art
are negligent in the matter of language, then other literary critics are aware of it and keen to make a special

effortin studying it, and analyzing the novel from the angle of its treatment of language.
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3. TheRole of Observation in The Language of Narrative Art

While the poem directly arouses our feelings in its lyrical form, a limit that is linked in a consistent and
precise connection between hearing the tone of the voice, and the spoken expression. The novel seeks to
arouse and maintain the waiting for realistic events. The art of narration simulates the deductive relationships
of events, or its regular succession. While the world of the poem exists entirely and closed on itself, formed
from the special system of language’s pearls and strays, the world of the novel, even if it is a fictitious story,
links itself to the real world (Weisberg, 2016). Itis like a visual illusion that adapts itself to the tangible objects
between which the viewer moves. As for the appearance of ‘life and ‘truth’, which is the goal of what the
novelist aspires to, it depends on presenting a non-stop stream of observations, that depends on many
elements the writer brings into play with the movement that is his artistic architecture. It is a fabric of real
details that are present in the novel and the conclusive that links the real existence of the reader with the
imaginary existence of the characters.

The essential talent of the novelist is to ‘observe’ social behaviour: such as the way an individual
establishes his home, or makes love, or his reaction to death, or the story of a speech, or the construction of a
sentence, or planning for his future. How deep it is for Balzac to see the pasta maker vulnerable, because of
his simplicity, to suffer that pain, that severe situation to which Bergorio is subjected in the novel (7he Human
Comedy) (Balzaq & Chambers, 1893). It is also a real observation that food wholesalers tend to be more loyal
to their families than men in public offices in the novel (7/Ae Users by Joyce Haber). They also tend to be more
simple-minded than small-scale capitalists like Hollow in 7he Cousin, who require more abstractness in their
dealings. And it is true, as Henry James notes that revolutionaries like Boyan tend toward literary careers such

as printing and binding, and how wonderful is the important relationship that Tolstoy places for Prince Andrei
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between his early noble upbringing and his profound religious idealism, a relationship observed in countless
examples and in the life of Saint Francis in particular.

From Madame de La Fayette to Gide, and from Defoe to James, the moral observation does the main
work that keeps the novel going (Allott, 1959). But when this moral narrative news are linked to the social
situation. They clearly differ from the abstract, restricted function that such news performs in drama from
Sophocles to Ibsen. For example, Mo/l Flanders by Daniel Defoe uses psychological generalizations in the
following paragraph to depict the fine lines of her husband's personality:

My husband, to give him his due, was a man of infinite good nature, but he was no fool; and finding
his income not suited to the manner of living which he had intended, if | had brought him what he
expected, and being under a disappointment in his return of his plantations in Virginia, he discovered
many times his inclination of going over to Virginia, to live upon his own; and often would be
magnifying the way of living there, how cheap, how plentiful, how pleasant, and the like. (Defoe,
1996: p. 72).

Defoe had noticed how men behaved with women, how much husbands deceived their wives, how
frank wives were with them, and how a wife knew her place with her husband, even if she was in a position
of inferiority. She knows what she deserves, and she can understand the feelings he has for her, even if she
lives shortly with him. Defoe's remarks give the novel its integrity and raise it above the level of ordinary
adventure stories and above the documentary genre that records the subconscious values of commercial
society (for which our critics began to interpret the novel only). Thus, Defoe's novel becomes an undisputed
legacy of narrative art. It is the observations alone that make it a novel, and not the well-written general style,
nor Defoe's good idea of the criminal with bourgeois values, nor his honesty as an author nor any of the other
virtues of the book, for such virtues would not have existed in most cases without the guidance of the depth

of his observational vision.
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The observation must lie behind the news in the novel, otherwise it will appear false, no matter how
ingenious the style and the complex structure. In James Joyce's novel Ulysses, for example, the essential
observations of the social process that the writer depicts are based on the parts of its complex structure, as we
find that Bloom observes a person, while he is observed by another person, and what he says is to present
what makes his thoughts unrealistic and enjoyable to read. Time, place, the changing face of the city, his
sexual and economic interest, his daily news, and his private world, all combine to draw the character of
Bloom. While the Odyssey, by Homer, has a much smaller chance of all of that, and Joyce's sarcasm lies
precisely in its title. We can read Ulysses as a poem, and we do so not in order to hear the echoing rhythm of
the words, but to see how the notes comment on each other. Many of these sentences give a profound
narrative vision, presented in clarity, similar in simplicity to the clarity of the social process presented by
Defoe.

The novelist's need to cover reality with flesh is to lead him to present some observations in the form of
recorded documents. Joyce wants to recreate everything he wants to see and hear in the city, as Bloom and
Stephen consciously acknowledge. Recording documents can expand in the way we see in Balzac, or narrow
in the way we see in William Sansom, who records places as part of some notes in his novels. Historical
novelists tend to use documentary news for clear elaboration. Traces of recording cannot be found in almost
any novel (Foley, 1986). Rather, we can recognize ordinary news in a story as a note we notice that it has both
narrative and recording shades.

The study "Rethinking the Relationship between Story and Image: A Reinterpretation of Cook's Language of
Narrative Art" (2020) by Emily ). Denison examines the applicability of Albert Cook's theory on narrative art
to contemporary visual storytelling. Denison contends that Cook's focus on the interaction between language
and picture in narrative frameworks provides useful perspectives for comprehending modern multimedia

tales. This study reassesses Cook's research within the framework of digital and visual media, emphasizing its
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significance in examining the integration of text and picture in contemporary narrative. Moreover, In Lidia
Uziel’s (2019) study, "Cook’s Legacy: Exploring the Continuity of Narrative Theory in the Digital Age," she
examines the on-going significance of Albert Cook's narrative theory in the modern digital age. Uziel's
analysis of Cook's theoretical framework explores how narrative art and language continue to exist and
change in the world of digital storytelling. This research reveals the capacity of narrative theory to adapt and
endure in many forms of storytelling. The research underscores the enduring influence of Cook's legacy on
the dynamic evolution of narrative expression, emphasizing the persistent importance of his ideas in
comprehending and scrutinizing tales in the digital era.

Tania Convert's 2018 study, "The Language of Narrative Art: A Study of Albert Stanburrough Cook's
Work and Its Contemporary Relevance," aims to analyze the contributions made by Albert S. Cook in
enhancing our comprehension of the language used in narrative art. This study examines Cook's fundamental
research, investigating the outstanding significance of his ideas and observations in modern circumstances.
The study examines Cook's views on narrative language and its influence on different kinds of creative
expression, emphasizing the lasting importance of Cook's work and its implications for interpreting and

evaluating narratives in contemporary society.

4. The Worthiness of The Novel

Above all, our judgment about the value of the novel should be based primarily on the degree of
sincerity and depth of such observations, whether in their details or in the overall structure of the plot, and
this is what we judge the worthiness of the novel. We want the novel, from the beginning, to clarify a reality
that was hidden from us. It is not like the reality of a poem consisting of rhythms and ‘symmetries,’ nor is it a

ritual of drama, or the reality of abstract emotions, but it is a hidden fabric of meaning that we see as a thread
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of what we see in our daily lives. As far as the novelist notes, he can put his views together in a discordant and
confused way, as Dreiser or James Jones and Jerome Weidman did from contemporary writers who were
linguistically crude (Modern, 1964). If the poem was musical, it would be nothing at all, poetry is primarily a
verbal artifice.

Cook assumes that a good novel can be in weak language, and it can be a poor novel with good
language, but the special relationship between the language of the narrator and the notes that this language
tells makes it possible for a beautiful novel to be written in a language that is flat, crude, and devoid of beauty.
That is James Jones's first novel, and his only novel (From Here to Eternity), whose style aroused the
displeasure of critics, This is a quotation from the novel:

Prewitt was relieved to find Holmes gone when they met for the second time. Palozzo was also
relieved and quickly untied Prewitt and went to catch the train, and soon disappeared from sight.
Neither of them understood that the matter was over. Prew limped up the stairs, unpacked the
package, took a shower, and changed into clean clothes. He lay on the sofa waiting for the shift
officer. When no one came, he realized that he would not come after waiting an hour and a half
(Jones, ). (1998:p. 19).

Here we do not find a glimmer of a rhetorical flash in this unpolished style, as we find in Dreiser or
Weidman. There is no timbre, no movement agility, or even a distinct personality in the style. Jones's language
here is devoid of gravity and sometimes resembles the language of ordinary life, and resembles the language
of dry office reports, although it lacks the liveliness of daily conversation and the objectivity of quick office
documents that characterize these two languages. Lost in this mud are those small, incidental pearls in his
linguistic use, such as his change from Prewitt to Prew in the first paragraph, when the main character ceases
to be an official subject of punishment, and once again becomes a member of the university whom we can

call by his nickname.
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One also suspects that individual details (such as bathing, etc.) are not only cheap literature, but are
nothing more than reportage documents with no artistic impact as a narrative. This doubt increases with the
accumulation of fabricated details in the story *Some Came Running by James Jones (Jones, 2014). Despite all
this, this novel is still wonderful and unusual in the depth of its human concept and its wide range of human
relations. Prewitt’s direction after his return from his punitive trip is carefully observed and investigated in the
general form of the novel, whether in itself or in the general context as a moment in the development of his
developing consciousness and fulfilling his role as a human being. This awareness is more complex than what
can be called ‘protest,” and the writer ‘Jones’ has maintained his correct vision of it, by placing him in changing
relationships with other people who are no less complex than him. Captain Holmes’s anger at Prewitt, which
Jones portrayed well, was brilliantly treated by Milt Warden, as in:

When he heard the food whistle, he realized that something had prevented him from his fate... and
he did not find an answer to his thoughts except the guard, who saw that he was fit to do something.
I don't know what this fucker has to do with it, so he said to himself angrily, while he goes down the
public stairs. Why doesn't he keep his huge nose out of the matter (Jones, 1998: p. 12)

Holmes even dropped his complaint. It is very consistent with Prewitt's personality that he cannot
know the whole matter, but he curses it so much that he feels relief at first, and then anger when he learns of
the method of guessing that suits him perfectly, who has the credit and shares his feelings, Rest in peace,
Corporal Paluso, who is one of the secondary characters that the novel depicts with distinction and successful
accuracy. Paluso had teased Prewitt and quarrelled with him that morning, then struck him in retaliation for
the first time, then handed him over the second time, and in the end he was freed from Prewitt’s case and
disappeared forever and with no peace. The language of this novel is one of the best, for it is not having some

literary touches.
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It expresses this wonderful process of personal relationships, and those observations that have a
sincere impact that the writer observed, and are influential despite the poor style, which combine in the end
to create a tight narrative symphony. It is not only the observed details that must represent life in a good
novel, but also the plot itself, in its temporal context and its social and causal relationships, must be
authentically compatible with life. This is because the plot of the novel must appear more realistic than it
must in drama. Indeed, even the romance writer, who seems to be dealing with a completely symbolic plot,
begins to notice the reality: that the character of Ahab in Herman Melville’s novel Moby Dickthat is based on
a general observation of the way influential elderly people behave under the influence of an established idea
(Melville, 2018). The same thing can be said about the character of Joseph Kay in Kafka's novel 7he Trailis
based on observing the typical reactions of modern city employees: sensitive to the contradictions of their
existence surrounding them (Mitchell & Robertson, 2009). The novelist's special relationship with reality
obligates him to record and to seek honesty in his recording. Even Prewitt abandoned his innovations, despite
everything he said about the primacy of imagination.

Jane Austen did not photograph wild plants in Northampton Shire because they were devoid of them,
in order to be honest in her portrayal. The magic of words has its effect in the novel, and that a recorded
reality can be felt hidden in the mere names given to the characters. Otherwise, why would many great
novelists suffer in choosing specific names for their characters? However, these names carried some punitive

connotations in their original language.

5. Simplicity of The Novel

Albert Cook believes that novel needs to be clear, and is mostly based on describing the moving reality

that allows it to be depicted as much as possible. The words in a narrative expression do not refer to other
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words only, but to what is referred to in reality. The phrase “they used to exchange kisses” refers directly to
(imagining) real people performing a real action. Scenes in which language is in the hands of a novel do not
take their narrative place as much as in stories, as they should echo the truth in reality, as is the case with
Joyce's latter stories. Two characters should not exchange kisses just for the sake of kissing, but rather this act
should have a meaning in their narrative lives that it presents. Thus, for Stendhal, the French novelist, the
novel is a mirror that keeps pace with the difficult reality of life and communicates it to us (Jensen, 1964). At
every point of the novel and in every sentence, we find economic and precise clarity. This clarity, which
resembles that of a mirror, is due in part to the use of ordinary speech, on which almost every novelist bases
his style. But even if we say that Jane Austen and Marcel Proust do something more with language than
simply elevate the speech of intelligent people, their style is less affectation than the style of Plato or Milton.

6. The Language of Poetry

Though a single sentence in a novel refers to something that is active or perceived, in poetry the words
interact with each other musically and logically. A line of poetry such as “l wandered alone like a cloud”, by
William Wordsworth, it is not an expression of an observation. The word “lonely” first agrees with the word
“cloud” before that a herald together of what is actually referred to (and perhaps there is no real cloud in the
poem) (Wordsworth, 2007). More than this, the real person being referred to, who is “alone like a cloud,” and
his psychological state suggests that he makes the word “Wandering” an analogy to something in reality, and
the word “Wandering” means in this context even more than the literal reality of walking aimlessly, as the
word “Wandering” might narratively mean. It means putting forward corresponding expectations, such as
what occurs between the feeling of loneliness and the supposed cloud. The poem builds analogies. For
example, the word “cloud” identifies the word “alone” by analogy, and both of them define the word

“Wandering,” and so on until the end. In poetry, abstractions are often determined by other abstractions,
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while in the novel, even when these abstractions form a narrative meaning with each other data act as an
element of the social process in the first place.

When Joyce and Flaubert use details metaphorically, they do so in a way of “observation” (which is the
basic characteristic of narrative art) - and not in order to build the small, narrow world that notes build in a
poem. The flies that Alan Tate discovers in his book ‘The Limits of Poetry” and in Dostoevsky's novel ‘ 7he /diot’
are symbolic flies buzzing around Natasha's body (Brooks, 1949). They are real flies in a primarily real room,
and are visible as an element of a dynamic moment that includes bottles of Jdanov's drink and some
American feathers. Furthermore, Emily Dickinson calls death in her poems as ‘exploitation” (Jakhrani, 2023).
She anticipates a pattern that has its counterparts, and when she calls it “white exploitation,” she is
introducing another counterpart and a symbolic image of exploitation. The accuracy of the image of “white
exploitation” is truly astonishing.

We are accustomed to imagining death as something black, and in reference to the sky the word
“white” is usually used, but white is very general and comprehensive, and that is what characterizes the light
with which the sky is filled. Then how can exploitation take on a color? For this reason, calling death
“exploitation” is a connection that calls for astonishment, and that this exploitation is “white” is astonishment.

Conclusion

The connection we find in The Odyssey or The Hero and Linder should it differs from what we find in the
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Book of the Republic or the Ecclesiastical Law. And poetry, like philosophy, organizes the world based
primarily on symmetry. It is a concrete and ideally abstract system. Narrative art, like history, creates
observational news, often on the basis of a narrative line and in stories. The news is not a problem in itself or
a revelation of another news, as is the case in poetry, but itis only a point in a context. The novel is built and
composed of such a long series of unsurprising and often repeated pieces of information and every flash of
observation. The novel can deal with the movement of change, but that is from one chapter to another, and
not from one sentence to another except in rare cases. From the accumulation of these similar visions, the
novel delivers what Paul Goodman calls as a complete expansion of slowly maturing contexts (Morton,
1993).

Narrative art can establish its observations from certain news items, which in themselves are
analogues to pre-understood abstractions. When Flaubert likens torn scraps of speech to butterflies, or when
he depicts the crow of a rooster in a barn in order to express the anxiety and loneliness that Charles feels in
Madame Bovary, (Gustave & Marx-Aveling, 2014), he uses analogues as a means of observing social reality,
and when Tolstoy makes Anna Karenina lower her eyelashes at the end. This is a fact of observation, and it is
also a metaphor that expresses the blurring of the moral light of reality. When Jane Austen states that
‘Marianne was sensitive’, (Cano, 2022), she uses a previously understood abstraction to make an innovative
observation.

This may seem like an exaggeration, but prose that is simply analogical (The Meaning of Fiction) does
not convince that it is nonfiction, but rather it will be published poetry, like the last chapter of the canon, just
as fictional prose that abstraction is often used in pure romance, such as “The Death of King Arthur.” The
special relationship between art, stories, and real life depends on the narration of its news, which has an
aspect of observation and the dialogue in 7he Tale of Genjiis not observed, even though famous people can

trace abstract behaviour which governs the dialogue (Shikibu, 2015). This dialogue indicates an ideal system,
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which is expressed only by the love poems that belong to that period and which can be cited. While in almost
all poetry you find us aware of the existence of artistic traditions, in narrative art the matter is not that strong,
and sometimes not. We find it absolutely. There is no narrative dictionary similar to that of poetry. The prose
of ordinary life, which is the ordinary prose style of stories, is taken from life and given, in order to express the
feeling of reality that is characteristic of the art of fiction. What we feel in stories are successive shocks and
flashes from observation that connects us to reality. The secret life of personalities is revealed by the
observations that depict them, with Tolstoy, we realize the meaning of Ivan Ilyich's feelings, while he is not
aware of them (Tolstoy, 2018).

In poetry, on the contrary, everything exists, is spoken, and is known in the poet’s voice and
personality. As for drama, we find one or more characters who are aware of the present meaning in one way
or another, as long as this meaning lies in conversations initiated by the characters, and no matter how
obstructive the observations in the story are, they are still, of course, narrative and part of an artistic trick.
llusion is something inseparable from its meaning. Rather, it is part of our reality. (Even if | put it in precise
detail, as Maurice Blanchot mentions in his talk about the narrative language, that even if he discovers in the
story all the secrets of the castle, he still aware that he knew very little because of this poverty of knowledge
(Kafka, 2011), which is the essence of narrative art: and this essence is represented by presenting what makes
it unrealistic, unpleasant for readers alone, and unacceptable to his existence. And according to Blanchot
there is no richness in imagination, nor judgments in observation that can compensate for this poverty, as
long as this poverty lies in the essence of the art of fiction itself, and its existence can be assumed or obtained
from through content that becomes more or less dense in relation to reality as much as it allows (Ibid). The
reality to which the story's notes relate is absolutely inseparable from the artistic life that these notes are

organized into, and the fact is that each of them is characterized by relative poverty when compared to the
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richness of real human existence. But this richness and this presence cannot be depicted by any other art form

as the vast notes of narrative art do.
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Abstract:

This study aims to shed light on a draft comprehensive strategic plan between the ministries and public
and private institutions in Palestine for the prevention of narcotics and psychotropic substances. It sheds light
on the definition of narcotics, the reasons for their spread, and the multiplicity of axes of the comprehensive
strategic plan between ministries and institutions in Palestine.

The study concluded that the statistics, reports and indicators issued by the competent authorities
indicate a steady increase in the prevalence and abuse of narcotics in the Palestinian society. Prevention and
control carried out by the Palestinian security services, And the best solution to reduce and limit the
phenomenon of narcotic abuse and spread in the Palestinian society through the development of national
plans for prevention and control at the national level and with the participation of all the state's military,
security, police and civil public and private institutions in partnership with all relevant ministries to address
this devastating scourge.

The researcher makes recommendations : Demanding the Palestinian legislator to tighten the
punishment for various narcotics crimes, the Palestinian National Authority is demanding the need to work to
solve the various problems of Palestinian society, and the Palestinian security services are demanding the
need to work to limit the methods of the Israeli occupation in spreading and encouraging narcotics use, And
the Palestinian security services are required to develop ways to confront narcotics dealers, as they use
modern methods and take advantage of scientific and technological progress in the narcotic trade, and work
to develop and implement comprehensive national strategic plans for the prevention of narcotics and
psychotropic substances on an ongoing basis.

INTRODUCTION

The spread of narcotic abuse and psychotropic substances in Palestinian society has led to an increase
in the crime rate, according to statistics provided by Palestinian police departments, as narcotics push their
users to commit various crimes intentionally and unintentionally, and this disease phenomenon has become
a problem for societies in developed and developing countries of the world (1). In the past and in the present,
the degree of its seriousness varies from one society to another depending on multiple factors. This
phenomenon has threatened all aspects of life, and because of it, development processes at the individual
and societal levels have declined, and it has become a threat to the security and safety of society (2).

At the beginning of 2023, Palestinian Police spokesman Colonel Louay Irzigat said that the Narcotics
Control Administration dealt with 1,718 narcotic seizure cases throughout the year 2022, which varied

between their trade, promotion, cultivation, and distribution. Jericho Governorate was the governorate with
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the most recorded cases of these cases, which amounted to 241 cases, with a percentage of 14% of these
cases registered with the administration, followed by Tulkarm Governorate, in which 212 cases were
registered, at a rate of 12%. Then came Bethlehem and Qalgqilya, at a rate of 11% each, while Tubas was the
governorate with the least recorded cases of these cases, at a rate of 2% (3).

From here the importance and necessity of narcotic prevention emerges, and prevention is the goal of
any strategy to prevent the spread of narcotics and psychotropic substances in society, as strategic plans for
community prevention work to strengthen the elements of narcotic protection.

Society and eliminate or reduce the dangerous factors that contribute to the abuse of narcotics and
psychotropic substances, and thus society is protected from the effects of narcotics on the individual and
society itself. In this research, we will discuss the draft comprehensive strategic plan between ministries and
public and private institutions for the prevention of narcotics and psychotropic substances in Palestine.
Methods:

The researcher used the descriptive approach method because it suits the nature of the study, as it is
based on accurately describing the phenomenon by collecting information from various sources and

classifying it to reach conclusions about the topic.

Chapter I: Definition of narcotics and psychotropic substances and the reasons that lead to their
abuse and spread
1.1 Definition of narcotics and psychotropic substances:

Legal definition of narcotics:
1.1.1 Narcotics: From a legal standpoint, narcotics are defined as a group of substances that cause addiction
and poison the nervous system. Their Circulation, cultivation, or manufacture is prohibited except for
purposes determined by law, and they are not used except by those authorized to do so (4).
1.1.2 Psychotropic substances: The World Health Organization defines psychotropic substances as any
substance that affects mental processes such as cognition and emotion (4).
1.2 Factors and causes that lead to the spread and abuse of narcotics and psychotropic substances

The problem of narcotic abuse does not have one side, and it is one of the pathological social
phenomena in the modern world, and the unconventional view of the problem of narcotic abuse depends on
a comprehensive view of this problem and by looking at it from various aspects and not from one side, and
thus looking at it from the perspective of It is integrative and includes the physical, psychological, mental,
social, economic and security factors and effects. Looking at the problem from a unilateral perspective causes

a kind of misunderstanding or error in understanding this phenomenon or problem. There are many,
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overlapping and interconnected causes that lead to the emergence of the problem of narcotic abuse and
addiction, and it has been classified into several factors (5):
1.2.1 Factors related to the individual himself:

There are a group of reasons that push a person to resort to narcotic abuse, such as: low level of
education, low mental level, misuse of leisure time, poor choice of friends, weak personality and ease of
influence, the presence of social problems in the person, the presence Academic problems, curiosity,
imitation, experimentation, and adventure, lack of religious and moral motivation, believing inaccurate, false,
and false information about the effects of narcotics, such as that they eliminate feelings of anxiety,
depression, and boredom, and increase sexual ability, and in fact the opposite is true, and other reasons
related to the individual and his personality (6).

1.2.2 Factors related to the environment surrounding him:

There are many environmental reasons surrounding the person that push him to abuse narcotic
substances, such as (7):

- The dwelling in which the person resides: the worse it is and does not meet the person’s needs for comfort,
safety, and reassurance, the more it will push its owner to resort to searching for comfort and reassurance in
the wrong place.

- The neighborhood in which the person resides: Criminal neighborhoods will only teach their members how
to commit crimes and use toxic substances of all kinds.

- Friends and companions: A person is emotionally attached to his peers, and their influence on him is strong
and dangerous, especially if they are deviants who abuse narcotics.

- The lack of places for activity, such as clubs with programs aimed at discharging their energy, which leads to
their loss, dissipation of their effort and creativity, and thus their addiction to narcotics.

Working conditions may affect young people indirectly and lead them to narcotics, especially if the workload
exceeds the young person’s physical ability, with limited financial returns and long working hours.

1.2.3 Factors related to social and family matters:

There are distinctive characteristics of the family in which narcotic users grow up, and the most
important characteristics that characterize these families are instability in marital relations and a high rate of
family disintegration. Divorce is considered one of the factors that cause family rifts and juvenile delinquency
because divorce and separation mean... Children are deprived of love, tenderness and kindness; these include
supervision, guidance, and proper guidance, as well as the family’s low standard of living, ill-treatment of
children or excessive cruelty to them, and a parent’s drug addiction that encourages children to imitate due to

the absence of a good role model in the family (6).
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1.2.4 Factors related to educational institutions, especially the school:

The school’s failure to carry out its functions and achieve its mission pushes young people to deviate
from the right path and may be a reason for narcotic abuse. Teachers’ mistreatment and cruelty to students
makes the school a conditional source of pain and punishment, and students find it in the external
environment. The school has a place to fulfill their desires, so they escape from school (8).

1.2.5 Factors related to the media:

The various media outlets, especially private satellite channels, may involve themselves in a serious
problem without realizing its dimensions, when they broadcast programs and films calling for immorality and
vice of all kinds, and in some films the process of narcotic abuse and the euphoria, joy, and exhilaration that
follow, and because young people At the young age of his life, he searches for adventure and tradition, and
this pushes him to love the experience and thus to addiction (9).

1.2.6 Factors related to society:

Society is the second incubator for children after the family. With the presence of places of attraction,
excitement, temptations and amusement, the availability of narcotics with ease of obtaining them at low
prices, the weak control of society’s institutions over its members, and the presence of great free time among
young people will push them to escape from home or school and search for These are places for excitement,
psychological release, and the use of narcotics and other toxins (6).

1.2.7 Factors related to culture:

They are represented by the spread of cultures that are alien to society and whose teachings include
the necessity of narcotic use, as well as cultural conflict, civilizational conflict, and conflict between
generations(6).

1.2.8 Factors related to the health and psychological state:

Itis the nature of the human soul to search for joy and pleasure in modern civil life and to stay away as
much as possible from problems, troubles and worries. He seeks to achieve this by resorting to narcotic
abuse. There are some psychological diseases, nervous disorders, chronic diseases, and a genetic
predisposition to narcotic abuse. Which must be treated with some medications and under the supervision of
a doctor (10).

1.2.9 Factors related to politics:

Colonialism aims to control countries, weaken them, paralyze their energies, and kill and destroy the
souls of their individuals so that it can plunder their wealth and control them. This only happens when
narcotics of all kinds are spread at low prices. An example of this is what Israel did in Egypt after the peace
treaty in the 1970s. The twentieth century when narcotics and hashish became widespread in Egyptian

society (11).
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1.2.10 Factors related to the occupation:

The Israeli occupation state imported opium poppies from Turkey and cultivated them in Israel with
the aim of promoting them among the Palestinian people in the areas where they live and inside the prisons
in which they are held, with the intention of destroying the people, as one of the greatest plans of the Jews in
the world is to spread narcotics in The Arab and Islamic world, especially Palestinian society, in order to
control it, drown it in a sea of ignorance, dependency, and weakness, and eliminate the idea of its liberation
and independence (12).

1.2.11 Factors related to the economic situation:

Economic factors play a fundamental role in the widespread spread of narcotics, such as poverty,
unemployment, and the lack of sufficient and appropriate job opportunities in society, especially among
young people, in addition to high prices, low wages for workers, and the financial and technical weakness of
governments, all of which pushes young people to Escaping from reality through substance abuse (13).

Chapter II: The themes of the comprehensive strategic plan for the prevention of narcotics and
psychotropic substances in Palestine.

The axes of the comprehensive strategic plan vary in Palestine to prevent the danger of narcotics and
psychotropic substances (14), and in this search, we will address a set of axes necessary for the prevention
process.

2.1 Narcotic prevention and control axis's

The best way for all cultures to join, work together, and achieve a peaceful life is via narcotic
prevention. Avoiding addiction involves more than just preventing narcotic use through awareness
campaigns and catchphrases; in order to sustain a narcotic -free existence, you also need to have good
intentions, follow sensible guidelines, and share them with your family and the wider community misuse.
2.1.1 The family's

One of the main components of narcotic prevention and addressing the damage it poses is the family.
Its duty to safeguard children include the following:

Raise children's religious understanding of the inviolability of narcotic usage, expose them to the risks
of narcotics at an early age, and provide unambiguous instructions not to take narcotics or consume alcohol.
To create a peaceful home environment, to be friends with kids, to listen to them, to not mistreat or abuse
them, to allow kids to communicate their thoughts and feelings, and to consistently support and nurture kids'
self-confidence. constant observation of kids to spot narcotic usage patterns, recognize friends, keep an eye

on behavior, provide a designated time for pals, and set a positive example for fathers to follow (15).
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2.1.2 The schools colleges and universities

given its lengthy history of success in these areas, the school is among the top establishments for
determining narcotic prevention. The importance of educational institutions, which collaborate with the
family, religious organizations, and other institutions, cannot be disputed. We keep in mind that a child or
adolescent spends the most of their time in school or with their parents. (16)(17).
Remembering the University's participation is important because throughout the time spent in college.
Therefore, we must inculcate positive attitudes in students from an early age and return them to the excellent
manners that are promoted by all heavenly faiths through the curricula taught in both school and university
settings, as well as through a variety of seminars, lectures, and activities. We have to educate them on the risks
associated with narcotics, including the reasons why and the ways in which young people use them. The
impacts of numerous health issues, including physical, psychological, social, and security issues as well as
economic, political, and other types of abuse, must also be addressed. This may be accomplished by
instructing pupils on the effects of these chemicals in psychology or chemistry textbooks to learn about the
psychological consequences of these substances on people (18).

Remember the job of a social worker, a teacher who keeps an eye on children during the school day, and who
may potentially save lives by alerting parents to any anomalies that occur or by keeping an eye on pupils who
may be providing narcotics to other students. (16).

2.1.3 The media

Information education is without a doubt a useful component in narcotic prevention strategies.
Periodically, there may be public awareness campaigns highlighting the negative effects of narcotics on
adolescents and drug prevention strategies for individuals of all ages.

Advertising, whether auditory, written, or even reading, is another way that information about the
treatment of societal issues and the ensuing phenomena of substance misuse is disseminated.

To make the proclamation believable and accomplish the intended result, several nations now engage
lawmakers or football players in their narcotic prevention initiatives. These young people have been given
role models in Egypt in the form of football star Mohamed Salah and his representative Mohammed
Ramadan.

Not to mention the oversight role that state institutions play in policing bad films and TV shows that,
by mocking and deluding youth into believing that narcotics can bring them happiness, indirectly encourage
youth to turn to narcotics. All of these actions taken by the media, in its various forms, would make a

substantial contribution to narcotic prevention strategies (19).
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2.1.4 The houses of worship

Promoting religiousism is one of the most important ways to prevent narcotic use, so scholars from
Islamic and other religions must come together to raise awareness. Since religiousism currently dominates
some aspects of our societies, this group will likely have the greatest influence on young people.

We want to emphasize that increasing awareness is accomplished by a desire and determination to get
closer to God, not by threats, coercion, or intimidation. It also has to be methodical and not be done in a
disorganized or aimless manner (20).

2.1.5 The Laws and legislation's

Without a question, one of the most crucial approaches to narcotic prevention is the presence of strict
and dissuasive laws that support the provision of a fair trial for anybody attempting to trade in these vile
narcotics. There are laws in the majority of nations that make these kinds of actions illegal. However, they
must be administered rigorously and firmly, particularly against traffickers and smugglers (14)(21) .

2.1.6 The government

State institutions employ a number of tactics to shield society's citizens from the plague of narcotic
usage. This is accomplished by employing the following strategies to stop the spread of this poisonous
scourge:

Inform people about the seriousness of narcotic abuse: this is the job of the Department of Narcotic
Control, which disseminates information about the risks that narcotics pose to both individuals and society as
a whole. It also promotes the avoidance of narcotic use, even if people just use narcotics out of curiosity.
The Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) collaborates with other State agencies, including colleges,
schools, and other establishments that may reach a sizable portion of the populace and inform them about
the dangers of narcotics.

Early health care delivery: By conducting routine examinations on a daily basis, medical facilities are
essential to the prevention and management of narcotic use.

Before health deteriorates to a severe degree, misuse should be promptly detected and required
medical care should be provided.

Medical facilities also provide contributions to the ongoing examination and research of different
substances to ascertain their effects on health and their interactions with brain chemicals in order to identify
anti-drugs that are removed from them.

Cooperation among those in charge: A few states voluntarily shield victims of alleged abuse from
prosecution, treat them in addiction treatment facilities, or include them into community-based detoxification

programs.
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In order to treat and rehabilitate narcotic-abusing inmates in order to prepare them for their
reintegration into society in a way that assures the safety of society and its members, the relevant legal
authorities also collaborate with a variety of State institutions (14).

2.1.7 The Community Institutions and Society

It is common knowledge that a narcotic addict becomes a victim of society solely because of the
difficult childhood that exposed them to narcotic addiction in the absence of preventive measures. To prevent
the terrible impacts of narcotics on society, each individual must take an active role in their own therapy. A
sizable percentage of young people's narcotic addiction treatment success may be achieved with the right
kind of care.

Be accomplished the onus of preventing addiction is heavy on society, through the media; civil
institutions are working with the government to increase awareness among youth and teenagers. The
following succinctly describes society's involvement in solving this issue:

« To offer a range of athletic, cultural, and social events that draw young people from the 18 to 25 age range.
This will help them integrate into society and put their efforts to good use.

« Step up public relations efforts to support addiction treatment and proper care, highlighting the significance
of society's acceptance of narcotic users when treatment is finished and suitable work possibilities are
established.

« Fortifying the family's essential role in the social and healthful rearing of religious foundations, customs, and
traditions. In addition to correcting their own behavior, parents should mentor their children and avoid
negative associates. To lower the likelihood of addiction in children, fathers need to provide a positive
example.

Educating young people and adolescents about the dangers of addiction and how to address it through
various media, such as television, social media, and youth groups within universities, schools, or clubs.

« Training courses and seminars to raise awareness about the latest techniques and methods for treating
addiction and raising awareness.

« Coordination with international bodies and institutions (14) (22).

2.1.8 The Ministry of Health and Health Services'

The Ministry of Health and the Ministry of Social Affairs are in charge of treating narcotic users.
Medical care is the responsibility of the Ministry of Health. This guarantees both long-term medication
therapy and weaning. Amputee rehabilitation and psychological care fall within the purview of the Ministry

of Social Affairs. (14).
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2.1.9 The Ministry of Youth and Youth Institutions

The family's efforts to prevent narcotic use through awareness-raising events and seminars, to try and
fill the gap for young people in order to benefit them, to monitor their companions, to work to identify their
problems and seek solutions with the involvement of all parties, and to meet the needs and aspirations of
young people are all supported by youth institutions (23).

2.1.10 The Ministry of Social Affair's

The Ministry of Social Affairs must make two contributions in this field: a therapeutic one and a
preventative one.

The preventative component is centered on the requirement that the Ministry conduct recurring
campaigns and awareness-raising events in relation to several social development initiatives for all societal
segments, but especially for youth.

Through the implementation of educational and informative programs aimed at strengthening the
preventive aspect, these programs aim to consolidate the true Islamic faith, uphold its values among society's
members, protect it from falling into disarray, distorted ideas, and wrong behaviors, promote the values of
moderation and middle-class tolerance, raise society's awareness to cope with outside influences, develop a
sense of patriotism and belonging to the nation, and strengthen the bond and harmony among its members.

Regarding the treatment component, the Ministry has to work in tandem with the organizations that
provide hands-on assistance to drug victims. Taking care of the groups of men and women under the age of
eighteen who have received court-imposed sentences is mandatory. Social welfare homes and other facilities
that provide rehabilitation, counseling, and social and psychological counseling for females provide this
treatment. The Ministry must also provide for the families of those who use or misuse narcotics and are sent
to jail.

There, committees dedicated to the care of inmates, the released, and their families address issues like
poverty and other repercussions of the loss of the family breadwinner (24).

2.1.11 The Ministry of the Interior

It is imperative that the Palestinian security forces, in their entirety, stop the production and
distribution of narcotics as well as their smuggling into and out of the The Anti-Narcotics Department in
particular must work hard to identify narcotic manufacturing facilities in collaboration with local and
governmental organizations, using intelligence, inquiry, and investigation to battle the production or
manufacture of narcotics within the State.

Secure borders to stop narcotic trafficking through them, both into and out of the State; respond
quickly and flexibly to any information regarding smuggling; and routinely check all crossing points for the

presence of bags and machinery from people entering or departing.
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A major factor in the battle against narcotics and narcotic trafficking, both nationally and
internationally, is international cooperation, collaboration between narcotic control legal authorities and their
counterparts in other States, and information sharing (14).

2.1.12 The Arab cooperation

The narcotic problem affects many areas and sectors of society and has regional and global
implications. Thus, it is critical to enhance Arab collaboration in the areas of growth, prevention, and
safeguarding Arab peoples from dangers, such as narcotic abuse and addiction problems. Together with the
ministerial declarations from 2014, 2016, and 2019 regarding narcotics as the mother of pests and a major
cause of social disease, including family breakdown, violence, and divorce, in addition to their impact on the
labor force and the degree to which they affect economic production and development, three conventions on
narcotics have been signed. The Arab States' Regional Framework for Action was implemented in Egypt.

In addition to the signing of the 2023—2028 agreement between the League of Arab States and the
United Nations Office of Narcotic s and Crime, the Arab Plan for the Prevention and Reduction of Narcotic
Threats to Arab Society was introduced with the slogan "Towards a successful treatment of the issue from a
social perspective” (25).

2.1.13 The global collaboration

A number of international conventions have been drafted to address the risks of narcotic proliferation,
and numerous attempts have been made to establish various organizations to address this issue in light of the
global community's perception of organized crime and the rise in the phenomenon of narcotic drugs.

One of the world's most pervasive and varied criminal phenomena is now the international
community. Numerous conventions have been reached agreements on.

The first pillar of international narcotic law is comprised of these conventions. In order to avoid, battle,
and lessen the scourge of narcotics, the world community has worked to build international cooperation (26).
2.1.14 The aware youth

Young people are a powerful force in society and have a lot of effects and pressures related to
substance use. As such, they play an important role in lowering the chance of narcotic usage.

Arranging activities to raise awareness about narcotics and increasing awareness on the topic via a
variety of channels, including social media, clubs, schools, and other venues. By discussing their unique
experience and the experiences of others with addiction and how they have recovered to become decent
members of society, people may exchange information and experience.

Encouraging good mental health by working with doctors on research projects and educating them

about the value of psychotherapy and how it may help reduce medication risks, but it is not a magic bullet for
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solving all issues. You need to keep track of how much medication and prescription medication your

adolescent son takes, The list of all over-the-counter medications taken at home without a prescription (27).

CONCLUSION

The statistics, reports and indicators issued by the competent authorities indicate a steady increase in
the prevalence and use of drugs in Palestinian society, the reasons for the spread of the phenomenon of drug
and psychotropic substance abuse in Palestinian society are multiple and intertwined , the Israeli occupation
plays a fundamental role in the spread of the phenomenon of drug abuse and constitutes the primary and
main obstacle to prevention and control efforts carried out by the Palestinian security services, and the ideal
solution to reduce and limit the phenomenon of drug abuse and spread in Palestinian society is through
developing national plans for prevention and control at the national level and with the participation of all the
state’s military, security, police, and civil public and private institutions, in partnership with all relevant
ministries to confront this devastating scourge.

The plague of the modern era is narcotics. Their detrimental consequences on all facets of life cause
persons to be destroyed. Ultimately, there is no foolproof method to stop someone from abusing narcotics.
The greatest approach to avoid falling into misuse and addiction is to prevent narcotic use, and by working
together, civil society and government organizations can work to lessen the number of people who fall into
this dangerous, dark swamp.

Numerous and diverse strategies exist for preventing the use of narcotics, beginning with the
individual and extending to everything in their environment. This is particularly important now that the
misuse of narcotics and other psychoactive substances has turned into a serious problem that threatens
societies and jeopardizes their future. The prevention of narcotic use is crucial. It safeguards youth and
encourages excellent awareness and education for next generations. Narcotic usage has a number of
detrimental short- and long-term effects, including as concerns with the user's physical and mental health,
legal ramifications throughout their addiction, and other problems.

Numerous statistics indicate that narcotic prevention techniques reduce the threat of narcotics to
society and future generations by 50%.

Narcotic prevention is a community-wide obligation and a top priority for families, schools, the media,
and other organizations.

The researcher believes that:

® There are many, overlapping and interconnected reasons that lead to the emergence of the problem
of narcotic abuse and addiction. The matter is not only related to the individual, but rather includes

all the influences and factors surrounding him, whether social, economic, family, political, health,
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security, or occupation, systematic and intentional.
® Narcotics are the scourge of our modern era, as they destroy the individual with their dangerous
effects on all aspects of life. In the end, there is no guaranteed way to prevent someone from using
narcotics, but with the combined efforts of various individuals and institutions, both civil and
governmental, we can seek to reduce the percentage of those who drift into narcotic addiction. This
dark, destructive swamp and following narcotic prevention methods is the best way to avoid falling
into the trap of abuse and addiction.
The researcher makes recommendations:
1- Demanding the Palestinian legislator to tighten the punishment for various drug crimes
2- The Palestinian National Authority is required to work to solve the various problems of Palestinian society
3- The Palestinian security services are required to work to limit the methods of the Israeli occupation in
spreading and encouraging drug abuse.
4- The Palestinian security services are required to develop ways to confront drug traffickers, as they use
modern methods and exploit scientific and technological progress in the drug trade.
5- Work to develop and implement comprehensive national strategic plans for the prevention of drugs and

psychotropic substances on an ongoing basis.
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
